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  God’s great promises often come with conditions so let us do what it says in 
Proverbs 3:5-6, “Trust in the Lord with all you heart and lean not on your own 
understanding; in all your ways acknowledge Him, and He will make your 
paths straight.

The CDS also 
has two battery-operated dental operating units, produced by Dr. Gayle 
Cheatwood, available for dental missions. Hygiene kits have been in big 
demand this past year and the CDS now has 10 hygiene kits available with 
portable suction and ultrasonic capability. The CDS has added another 
portable x-ray unit to the inventory and now has three available for missions.
